Every student, selected for admission to postgraduate
pharmacy course in any of the pharmacy institution in the
country should have obtained Registration with the state
Pharmacy council or should obtain the same within ane month
from the date of his admission, failing which the admission of
the candidate shall be cancelled.

(It is the sole responsibility of the Director/principal of institute
to ensure the compliance of PCI notification 12 march 2020 for
admission in M. Pharn course.)
